A Primer on The Episcopal Church

In recent weeks, the Episcopal Church has received plenty of media coverage in the Chicago Tribune, New
York Times and local papers. At its annual convention, the Diocese of Quincy voted to separate from the
Episcopal Church. At nearby Wheaton College, a group of deposed Episcopal bishops and other leaders
gathered to draft a constitution for a new Anglican province that they hope will replace the Episcopal

Church in North America. At that gathering, Bishop Robert Duncan from the Diocese of Pittsburgh was
guoted as saying, 0The Lord is displacing The Epi

We need to put these and other statements in a pr
Episcopal Church and calling it to new energy and strength. But given the news and statements about us, |
would like to highlight several important facts, some of which are not at all clear from recent reporting:

First, The Episcopal Church (or TEG}he official Anglican Church in North America. The terms

OEpi scopal 6 and O0Anglicandé are synonymous. One i s
are the same. In some parts of the world, Anglicans are known as Episcopalians, such as in the United
States and in Sudan. In Southeast Mexico and at San Marcos, our companion parish, you will hear both terms
used.

Second, over the last several years, several dioceses and dozens of congregations have voted to leave TEC
and in many cases aligned themselves with other Anglican provinces. If successful, efforts by these ex
Episcopalians would create a second overlapping Anglican province in North America. It would be
something of a full circle because this new province would once again be by definition in formal relationship
with TEC as members of the Anglican Communion. Currently, congregations and dioceses that have left
TEC are not recognized by the Archbishop of Canterbury and are not officially Anglican by historic

definition.

Third, TEC continues to hold to the established definition of Anglican identity. The Chigandpeth

Quadrilateral of 1886 and Lambeth Conference of 1888 set forth four key claims of Anglican identity that
have governed the entire Anglican Communion ever since. These principles are: 1. That the Holy Scriptures
of the Old and New Testaments are the revealed Word of God, 2.. The Nicene Creed is the sufficient
statement of Christian Faith, 3. There are two essential SacramBafgism and the Supper of the Lord,

and 4. That Anglicans are in the Historic Episcopate, with bishops in succession back to St. Peter.

Finally, and the most important thing to say about us is that the Episcopal Church and Anglican Communion
are about Jesus, where Christ is proclaimed Lord and Savior of the world. If your friends or neighbors ask
you about what is happening in the church, the be

Our beautiful Lady Chapel is now home to a new icon. This image of the Blessed Virgi
and the Christ Child is placed there to serve as a focal point for prayer, meditation and
devotion.

Icons of the Virgin and Child are some of the most numerous to be found in Christian art.

Over the years a variety of symbols and styles has developed surrounding this one img
each one representing a different intention or theme. Our new icon of the Theotokos
(l'iter-akehyeoGodr oOMother of Godo) is doc

Odigitria is an archeological site located near the modern Odigitria Monastery in the

n Mary
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Asterousia mountains of southern Crete. It is the oldest of the icons portraying the Mother of

God. In the tradition of the Orthodox Church it is the Evangelist Luke who first painted
icon.

Translated from Greek, Odigitria means
truthful way as a way to Jesusdé and i s
indicating the Child who rests on her left arm as a makeshift throne. His right hand is r
blessing, and in his left he holds a special manud¢hptLaw. This icon is often hanging if
the most prominent place on the Iconostasian (the screen which separates the Altar frg

middle). She is shown looking royal and guiding us to Christ.

The colors in her clothing are a blue inner garment and a deep red outer garment. The
signifies that she is full of Grace and the outer garment shows her royal status. These
also have other meanings, with blue representing humanity and red representing deity.
Therefore she is dressed as human but clothed with deity, while images of Christ are u
the opposite, showing him dressed as deity clothed in humanity.

The Theotokos wears a gold fringe (takgd
ingoldf ri nged garmentso6), which i s a symbqd
without the three stars on her shoulders and forehead. They represent that she was a
before, during, and after the birth of Christ. The clothing of Christ is a shade of orange
gold lines. The orange is a mix of the colors red, which represents mankind, and gold,
represents the Divine.
