Are you looking for an opportunity to ògrow in faithó and gain a greater appreciation and understanding 
of the Christian Scriptures?  This summer, beginning June 14th, you are invited to a series of Sunday 
morning sessions offering an overview of the New Testament.  The format is a combination of video 
lectures by Professor Bart Ehrman and follow-up discussions facilitated by a member of the clergy.  The 
material and format are designed for youth and adults. 
 
Each session will begin at 9:15 a.m. in the St. Markõs library.  The lecture portion is presented by Prof. 
Ehrman who is the James A. Gray Professor and Chair of the Department of Religious Studies at The 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  He earned a B.A. from Wheaton College and his Ph.D. 
from Princeton Theological Seminary.  During his time at UNC, he has won numerous teaching awards, 
including the Studentsõ Undergraduate Teaching Award and the Bowman Award for Excellence in 
Teaching. 
 
There can be no question that the New Testament is the most important book in the history of 
Western civilization. It is by far the bestseller of all time.  That said, many people today do not know a 
lot about the New Testament, including basics such as what books it contains, why they were written 
and how certain materials were and were not chosen to be included in the book we have today. This 
series explores these issues. You are welcome to come to one or all of the following sessions:

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On the Liturgy 
 
In Acts 2:42, we read this description of the earliest Christian community: òThey devoted themselves to the 
apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.  That was, however, only, 
until summer came, at which time they dispersed and were never seen again until the fall programs started 
up.ó  Actually, that latter part is not what the Scripture says.  Although many people have travel plans and 
other activities in the summer, joining together for worship at St. Markõs should be a high priority as well.  We 
all need one another to be present throughout the summer so that our worship can be as vibrant as during the 
school year. 
 
On June 22, the Anglican Communion recalls with gratitude the first Christian martyr of Britain.  This martyr 
was an unlikely person to give his life for Christ; he was Alban, a tough, world-weary Roman soldier stationed 
in one of the most far-flung outposts of the Empire, Britain.  Alban one day sheltered a priest who had run to 
his home for protection during one of the Empire-wide Roman persecutions of Christians.  Instead of 
reporting him to his superiors, Alban listened to this man of God tell him of Jesus Christ, and Alban 
immediately committed his life to the Lord.  Soon other soldiers came looking for the priest, but they arrested 
Alban, who donned the priestõs cloak.  Even under threat of death Alban would not recant his new faith in 
Christ, so he was taken away to be beheaded and to become Britainõs first martyr.  The second martyr was 
the first soldier assigned to execute Alban, who himself converted to Christ after hearing Albanõs testimony, 
and the third was the priest, surrendering in hopes of sparing Albanõs life.   So, in 304, three Christian men 
were executed and buried, at the site where now stands St. Albanõs Cathedral.   
 
The Collect for St. Albanõs day is as follows: Almighty God, by whose grace and power your holy martyr Alban 
triumphed over suffering and was faithful even unto death: Grant to us, who now remember him with 
thanksgiving, to be so faithful in our witness to you in this world, that we may receive with him the crown of 
life; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and 
ever.  Amen

Whether it was painting birdhouses, playing 
sardines, or discussing the Bible, Blythe was a fantastic place to be.  Mrs. Benich always made it a place where 

every girl felt comfortable.

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Flashback to 1932 

 
This year St. Mark's celebrates 100 years as a parish.  St. Mark's mission was organized in 1897 and became a 
parish in July, 1909.  One of the early members of St. Mark's was Flora Mae Dodge Hiatt. 
 

Flora was confirmed June, 1898 in the very first confirmation class at St. Mark's.  In 1900 Flora married Luther 
Hiatt, another early parishioner at St. Mark's.  In 1932 Flora addressed the parish at the annual meeting--a 
rather remarkable event since women did not hold official parish positions at the time.  Here's part of what 
she had to say: 
 

"St. Mark's Church owes its beginning to Mr. and Mrs. A. E. Ellicott.  They made many trips to 
Wheaton to present their need of a Church to Mr. Hawthorne, who was then Priest in charge there.  
finally with Bishop McLaren's permission, Mr. and Mrs. Ellicott and eight other Communicants 
arranged for the first service which was held on July 11, 1897.  The first service was held in Saunders 
Hall. The hall was packed.  I have often heard Mr. Hawthorne say 'he should never forget that service 
as the choir slipped and glided along over the wax floor, singing "The Church's One Foundation.' 
 

It surely was a new venture.  There was much talk and some criticism.  Some said 'they would give those 
Episcopalians just six months to live.'  But the work progressed with unfailing devotion and 
determination.  Our services were held every Sunday at four o'clock.  The first celebration of Holy 
Communion was held October 24, 1897. 
 

The Guild adopted its Constitution in November 1897.  This provided a strong organization though 
small in numbers.  They labored unceasingly to help pay The Mission upkeep.  We were proud to have 
been a 'self-supporting Mission.' 
 
 

Our growth seemed slow but with the interest in the Choir, Guild Auxiliary, Sunday School and St. 
Agnes' Guild, we moved along, hoping and praying for a church building of our own. 
 

A Mr. Phillips, whose family had lived in Glen Ellyn a great many years gave Bishop Anderson the lot 
where our church now stands.  The building was erected in 1900.  The Cornerstone was laid August 26, 
1900. 
 

St. Mark's became a PARISH June 19, 1909.  Mr. Prince became our first Rector.  Now we had grown 
up.  We were a Parish!  This was a great step for us. 
 

Many fine Church people have come and helped along the way and advanced the work.   May we be an 
example to those who come after, and that this work begun in so small a way may be ever a credit to 
the Church of our Community. 
An Old Timer, Flora Dodge Hiatt" 
 

Flora faithfully attended St. Mark's until her death in March 1952, shortly before the "new" church was 
dedicated.  In her memory, her family gave the set of stained glass windows depicting the Return of the 
Prodigal and the healing of Bartimaeus. 
 

Flora seemed to be thinking of us as she reminded the parish in 1932 "to be an example to those who come 
after" just as she herself is an example to us today.
