At the annual meeting on January 24, in addition to the usual business of elections and
committee reports, Kim Reed, Dick Anstee and David Funck spoke about our financial
challenges. They presented a recap of the past ten years, a description of the size and
composition of our debt, and the results of our recent visioning efftne. conclusion of the
presentation is the clear need for a Capital Camptidrelp pay down the $2.4 million
debt left by the 2004 building project.

Earlier in the year, a discussion with the Diocese of Chicago led to an agreement that it
would match what we raise, dollar for dollar, up to $600,000. This shows significant sup
and confidence from the Diocese, and it
$600,000 matched from the Diocese, we can cut our debt in half.

Paying down our debt is essential. Our debt service amounts to over $190,000 a year.

The forty days of Lenten preparation are mentioned as early as the Co
Nicea in 325 AD. Within a short time, this opportunity for preparation for the Lord's Resurrection was op
even to "veteran" Christians. Lent contains the forty days between Ash Wednesday and Easter, but does
include Sundays.
