Consequently 
he is able for all time to save those who approach God through him, since he always lives to make 
intercession for them. 
 

For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, blameless, undefiled, separated from 
sinners, and exalted above the heavens. Unlike the other high priests, he has no need to offer 
sacrifices day after day, first for his own sins, and then for those of the people; this he did once 
for all when he offered himself. For the law appoints as high priests those who are subject to 
weakness, but the word of the oath, which came later than the law, appoints a Son who has been 
made perfect forever.

He ascended into heaven, and is 
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the 
living and the dead. 

 
Officiant  Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 
People  I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of 

saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life 
everlasting. 

 

Officiant Will you continue in the apostlesõ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of 
bread, and in the prayers?

Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the beginning 
of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the land 
of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit 
as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin 
into everlasting life. We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ 
in his death. By it we share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit.
